e are pleased to present the

first issue of “Tall Pines,” the
newsletter of the Chenequa Land
Conservancy (CLC). The Chenequa
Land Conservancy is a non-profit land
trust whose mission is to “preserve the
scenic views, open space, water quality,
and natural habitats of the plant and
animal denizens of our local environ-
ment for the enjoyment of current and
future generations.” Published twice a
year, “Tall Pines” will provide reports
updating you on CLC’s activities, notices
of recent acquisitions and donations,
and articles designed to help land-
owners better care for their property.

A land trust is a private,
community-based, non-profit organi-
zation established to protect land and
water resources for the public benefit.
The term “trust” means the resource is
made permanently safe from undesired
development. One of the most important
roles of a land trust is to work with
landowners who are concerned about
protecting their land and leaving a
lasting legacy for future generations.
Land trusts provide advice on protection
strategies that best meet the landowner’s
conservation objective(s). These strate-
gies may include donating or selling
parcels of land to the land trust, or,
donating or selling conservation ease-
ments on the land. Such easements can
be designed to meet the specific needs
of the landowner.

A land trust also provides
educational assistance to individuals
interested in learning more about land
preservation techniques and the tax

benefits associated with these techniques.

The Chenequa Land Conservancy will
be able to help landowners identify the
best land protection options available
for their particular situations and objec-
tives. The land trust will also help
identify parcels within and adjacent to

the Village of Chenequa which are of
significant value to maintaining the
Village’s character.

The year 2000, our “premier”
year was also a very active first year.
Please read about our accomplishments
in this edition of Tall Pines. We are
currently working on number of differ-
ent projects within and adjacent to the
Village. This year we anticipate com-
pleting at least five conservation ease-
ments, some of which we hope will
increase our land holdings through
additional land acquisitions.

Please join us in preserving the
Chenequa we all know and love. We
welcome your involvement with the
Chenequa Land Conservancy, whether
